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Discussion Questions #4

1. Discuss the rights of an employer to require workers to refrain from smoking.  Is this a slippery slope?  In other words, although there may be a reasonable argument as to smoking as a cause of higher health insurance costs, where does this kind of argument end?  How does this illustrate the three types of privacy: decision, information, and local (See slides)?
2. Countries following the European Privacy Directive require websites that use cookies to give website users an opt-in choice, to notify and give choice with respect to onward transfer of PII, and to have a clear retention policy for any data collected.  What are pros and cons of this?
3. Do you think it’s true that the European Union is using the Directive to impose its view of privacy on the rest of the world?  If so, do you think it’s fair?

4. What is the role of Chief Privacy Officer?  Is this just window dressing for companies that want to appear privacy friendly?  What are appropriate qualifications for a CPO?
