Moodle Assignment

This is a group assignment.  Due date February 8.  Please limit your report to 7 pages not counting any attachments.
Moodle is an open source course management system designed to enable educators to create effective online learning communities. It can be used on a single-teacher site or scale up to a 50,000-student University.  We have adopted Moodle at Oakland University to support online offerings.  The following offers a brief description of how Moodle is used at OU.
The function of Moodle is to provide online classroom space for communication between faculty and students. Each course is a separate space only accessible to registered students and the instructor. However, an instructor is free to add additional instructors into a course. The online space is a private classroom in that all participants are authenticated by an L-DAP server and access to a Moodle classroom is by means of an ID and password based on Oakland email accounts. 

There is another metaphor for Moodle beyond that of an online classroom. The registrar also sees Moodle as an extension of Banner, the student information system. Banner information implies a contract between OU and the student, based on grades, courses taken, and other private information. Dependent upon Banner information, students may or may not graduate from OU and earn a diploma. Some of Banner's information is integrated with Moodle, which holds course, grade information, and email addresses.

To begin, you should identify different stakeholders who are involved with Moodle.  For each stakeholder group describe any privacy issues.  Use the Fair Information Practices as a guideline.  How should they apply?  Your privacy policy should reflect the FIP.  Each part of your policy should be justified.  Note: the policy is a statement by the university as to how it will treat any private information generated as a result of using Moodle.
